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STEP NINE: Made direct amends to such people when ever possible, except when to do so
would injure them or others.

TRADITION NINE: A.A. as such, ought never be organized; but we may create service
boards or committees directly responsible to those they serve.

TRADITION NINE: (Long Form) Each A.A. group needs the least possible organization. Ro-
tating leadership is the best. The small group may elect its secretary, the large group its ro-
tating committee, and the groups of a large metropolitan area their central or intergroup
committee, which often employs a full  -time secretary. The trustees of the General Service
Board are, in effect, our A.A. General Service Committee. They are the custodians of our
A.A. Tradition and the receivers of voluntary A.A. contributions by which we maintain our
A.A. General Service Office at New York.
