AA is not allied with any
sect, denomination, politics, organization or Institution;
does not wish to engage in any controversy, neither en-
dorses nor opposes any causes. Our primary purpose is
to stay sober and help other alcoholics achieve sobriety.

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The TENTH MONTH for ALCOHOLICS ANONYMOUS

STEP TEN: “ continued to take personal inventory and, when we were wrong promptly admitted it.”

TRADITION TEN: “ Alcoholics Anonymous has no opinion on outside issues; hence the A.A. name ought never be
drawn into public controversy”
TRADITION TEN (Long Form): NoA.A. group or member should ever, in such a way as to implicate A.A., express
any opinion on outside controversial issues — particularly those of politics, alcohol reform, or sectarian religion. The al-
coolics Anonymous groups oppose no one. Concrening such matter they can express no views whatever.

CONCEPT TEN: “ Every service responsibility should be matched by an equal service authority, with the scope
of such authority well defined.
